Resolution # 7
Wegmans Subdivision of Parcels on Onondaga Boulevard
Motion: Councilor Krupa		Second: Councilor Weber

	The following Resolution was offered by Councilor Krupa who moved its adoption and the Resolution received a second from Councilor Weber, to wit.
	WHEREAS, the Town Board (the “Board”) of the Town of Geddes (the “Town”) heretofore received an application from Wegmans, also known as Wegmans Enterprises, Inc. (“Wegmans”) for the subdivision of lands located within the Town, said lands being on the south side of Onondaga Boulevard (County Route 240), being part of Farm Lot 74 and 180 in the Town and more particularly known as 4706-4730 Onondaga Boulevard, Tax Parcel #89-2-8; and
	WHEREAS, the application for subdivision entailed the creation of two (2) lots, one (1) lot being described as the “Bank parcel” presently occupied by Bank of America being 1.174 acres, together with sidewalks, vehicular parking and driving aisles; the other parcel being identified as “Remaining lands” presently occupied by Wegmans and other retail tenants being 18.028 acres, together with sidewalks, vehicular parking and driving aisles; and
	WHEREAS, the Town, by Resolution assumed Lead Agency status under New York State SEQRA and referred the application to the Town Planning Board and to County Planning for their further review, input and guidance; and
	WHEREAS, the County Planning Board determined that the relief sought in the subdivision application did not have any adverse intermunicipal impacts and further determined that the application was within the purview of the Town; and
	WHEREAS, the Town Planning Board recommended to the Board that the subdivision application be approved subject to the following:
1. That the applicant prepare and submit to the Town a Reciprocal Maintenance Easement and Parking Agreement that would allow for the uniform maintenance of the exterior common areas of both parcels.
2. That the Agreement shall be in recordable form and a certified copy of same shall be provided to the Town within thirty (30) days of its recording.
3. That the Town Attorney shall be charged to review and approve the Reciprocal Easement, Maintenance and Parking Agreement referenced hereinabove to ensure that the recommendations of the Town Planning Board have been conformed to.

NOW, THEREFORE, upon review of the subdivision application referenced hereinabove, the recommendation of the County Planning Agency, the recommendation of the Town Planning Board and upon review of the proposed Plan of Subdivision prepared by Costich Engineering dated April 18, 2013 entitled “Wegmans Food Markets, Onondaga Boulevard, Bank Parcel Subdivision Plan, DWG# 985, Sheet V5-100” and after a Public Hearing having been held at 7:00 P.M. in the Town Hall, upon Public Notice being made at which time no comments were offered by the Public, the following Motion was moved and seconded as aforesaid and unanimously approved.
1. That the Town Board has determined this application to be qualified as an unlisted action under SEQRA.
2. That the Town Board has determined that the application for subdivision will not create any adverse environmental impacts and therefore has determined to issue a “Negative Declaration”.
3. That the Plan of Subdivision as described in the preamble of this Resolution is hereby approved subject to the terms and conditions recommended by the Town Planning Board referenced hereinabove and thereby incorporated herein.
