The request of Mr. & Mrs. Robert McCarthy at 401 Bronson Road, Syracuse, N.Y. for an area variance to construct a six (6) feet high privacy fence along the north sideline setback extending approximately sixty three (63) feet along the Grove Road sideline.
 
Mr. & Mrs. McCarthy came before the zoning board, Mrs. McCarthy explained to the board why they are requesting an area variance.  They would like to have a six feet high privacy fence installed along the Grove side of their property, from the driveway back to the property line, and along the back property line.
 
They are having elm bushes and arborvitae trees that are overgrown, and very difficult to control removed.  The fence would provide privacy and protection for their above ground pool and garage once the trees and bushes are removed.
 
Mr. Miller made the following motion that the zoning board will act as lead agency, there are no other involved agencies and the application will have no significant environmental impact.

5.      Whether the request will have adverse environmental effects.   No
Mr. Miller made the following motion that the area variance be granted with the following understanding that the fence must be constructed at least eighteen feet-six inches (18’ 6”) from the edge of the road.  Approximately 63 feet from the rear setback, towards Bronson Road.
