Public Hearing - 1185 Van Vleck Road / Paul Clisson
The Supervisor, on motion from Councilor Kolakowski, seconded by Councilor Weber, and adopted, opened the Public Hearing at 702PM. Paul Clisson spoke about the project which is a minor sub-division. Paul Curtin, Town Attorney, has reviewed the sub-division plan and advised that it meets the Town requirements. The Town has lead agency status under SEQR.
With no one else wishing to be heard, the Supervisor, on motion from Councilor Kolakowski, seconded by Councilor Krupa, and adopted, closed the hearing at 705PM.

Public Hearing - Issue BAN for Farrell Road
The Supervisor, on motion from Councilor Weber, seconded by Councilor Albrigo, and adopted, opened the Public Hearing at 706PM. The Supervisor spoke about the project and the possibility of recouping the $200,000 from the State. A question was raised regarding a patch on the new completed section of the road. The explanation was that there was a water main break after the completion, thus requiring the additional work to be done.
With no one else wishing to be heard, the Supervisor, on motion from Councilor Kolakowski, seconded by Councilor Valenti, and adopted, closed the hearing at 709PM.
Public Comment - Joe Fragnito spoke about the Syracuse University study on consolidation. Jim Jerome spoke about the upcoming Zoning Board of Appeals meeting. John Hall spoke about a drainage problem at Wilshire Road and West Genesee St. He provided photos to the Town Board. Mike Kempisty spoke about Town Board minutes not posted, the Codes office and the amended Codes deposit schedule. John Gosson spoke about the need for signs in the Brantford Path area to protect children. Paula Kopp spoke about the property at 3200 West Genesee St. Tracy Baum - Wicks, the owner of 3200 W Genesee St, spoke about the Hugelkultur process and direction she is planning for her property. Paul Curtin suggested that this be referred to the Town Planning Board and Ms Wicks agreed.

Committee Reports - Paul Valenti, Public Safety & Fire Dept chair, scheduled a committee meeting for August 26, 2014 at 530PM. Jerry Albrigo, Highway chair, scheduled a committee meeting for August 26, 2014 at 600PM. Mark Kolakowski, Zoning & Planning chair, announced the next Zoning Board of Appeals meeting would be August 13, 2014 at 700PM and the next Planning Board meeting would be August 27, 2014 at 700PM. Manny Falcone, Supervisor, advised that the following Developer deposits were received in July: P Clisson $750; and Kowalik Ent $1000; Developer deposits refunded were R McCarthy $500.

WHEREAS, on or about March 6, 2014, an application was submitted to the Town Board for the subdivision of property by Paul Clisson, owner of property at 1185 Van Vleck Road, otherwise known as Tax Parcels 19-02-01.1 and 01.2; and 

WHEREAS, the Town Board referred this matter to the Planning Board for an Advisory Opinion and also referred the matter to Onondaga County Planning Board for further advise; and 
[bookmark: _GoBack]WHEREAS, the applicant has requested that the property identified above be subdivided into two (2) lots in accordance with a plan prepared by August L. Christopherson dated May 22, 2014 entitled “Clisson Tracts”, Part of Subdivision 2 and Part of Farm Lot 10, Onondaga Salt Springs Reservation, Town of Geddes, County of Onondaga, State of New York otherwise known as #1185 & 1199 Van Vleck Road”; and

WHEREAS, the Town Planning Board has resolved that the proposed plan meets all Town requirements; and

WHEREAS, the County of Onondaga has determined that there are no intermunicipal issues that the application presents and has made recommendations as to locations of driveways; and

WHEREAS, after a Public Hearing having been undertaken and further consideration being given to the application it is resolved as follows: 

1. That the application is deemed to be unlisted under SEQR, the Town Board having previously taken Lead Agency Status;

2. The Town Board has determined that there are no adverse environmental impacts that may be associated to this application and therefore hereby issues a Negative Declaration; and

3. The Town Board hereby approves the proposed subdivision as same is shown on the Christopherson map referenced above.
