Public Hearing - Farrell Road & John Glenn Blvd / Dunkin Donuts

The Supervisor, on motion from Councilor Kolakowski, seconded by Councilor Weber, and adopted, opened the Public Hearing at 701PM. Bob Abbott, representing ESW Realty a Dunkin Donuts franchisee, distributed an updated site plan to the Town Board and spoke about the project. They changed the first driveway to a right turn only. They also connected their parcel to the existing sidewalk for pedestrian safety. Paul J Curtin, Town Attorney, has reviewed the subdivision plan and advised that it meets the Town requirements. The Town has lead agency status under SEQR. Councilor Kolakowski asked for clarification if this is a private road and was assured that as the plan currently stands, it is. Councilor Weber, asked about the sidewalk connecting to the property. He was told that they will tie into the existing County sidewalk and mark a pedestrian right of way through their parking lot.
With no one else wishing to be heard, the Supervisor, on motion from Councilor Valenti, seconded by Councilor Weber, and adopted, closed the hearing at 708PM.

Paul J Curtin, Town Attorney, read the Impact Assessment portion of the SEQR form for the project to the Town Board. Based upon the answers from the Board regarding the Impact Assessment portion of the SEQR, Mr. Curtin recommended that the Town Board give a negative declaration for purposes of SEQR.

Public Hearing - 200 West High Terrace / St Charles Borromeo / Terra Science & Education LLC

The Supervisor, on motion from Councilor Valenti, seconded by Councilor Albrigo, and adopted, opened the Public Hearing at 713PM. Attorney Vaughn Lang, representing Terra Science & Education LLC spoke about the minor subdivision regarding St Charles Borromeo Parish and Terra Science & Education LLC. Rick Boyle spoke about past problems with parking on Fay Road. Her mother lives across the street from the school and he is hoping to avoid problems for her in the future. He presented pictures to the Board demonstrating the previous parking problems. Mr Hayali, the superintendent of the Terra Science school spoke to the parking issue. He assured everyone that the school will work together to avoid parking problems. He did mention that the only exception to the parking issue would be for handicapped or disabled children. He stressed that they would work together with everyone to avoid future problems. Fr Brian Lang, pastor of St Charles Borromeo, spoke about the past problems with parking. He stated that he felt that there would be no problems in the future as there will be adequate parking in the back for all workers.
 With no one else wishing to be heard, the Supervisor, on motion from Councilor Weber, seconded by Councilor Kolakowski, and adopted, closed the hearing at 725PM.


Public Comment - John Fritzen complimented the Town on Farrell Road. He asked about no parking or no standing signs to be replaced on Farrell Road. Bill Morse suggested that we amend our Town Code in that area. Mr Fritzen also suggested that we replace welcome signs to the Town of Geddes. Councilor Albrigo will address this at the next Highway Committee meeting. 


Committee Reports - Paul Valenti , Public Safety & Fire Dept chair reported that there were over 950 calls answered by the Geddes Police in June. There will be no committee meeting this month; Union negotiations will continue. Jerry Albrigo, Highway chair reported that the next committee meeting will be July 23 at 600PM. He reported that the Highway Department is working on repairing catch basins, patching potholes and also repairing yards along the roadways. Ed Weber requested that the Town Supervisor contact the Mayor of Solvay regarding a consolidation committee. He specifically mentioned combining the Codes office of the Town and Village into one unit. He suggested a committee of 2 Town Board members, two Village Trustees, and one citizen from the Town and the Village. Councilor Weber offered to chair, Councilor Valenti offered to serve and Dick Walker, from the Town, offered to serve. A discussion ensued as to what is the best method to discuss consolidation between the Town of Geddes and the Village of Solvay. The Supervisor stated that there will be a meeting held by the County Executive on July 9, 2014 at Solvay High School regarding the proposed Amphitheater along Onondaga Lake.
