Public Comment - Joe Guss, 2708 W Genesee St, spoke about the great job he feels the Highway Department is doing. John Campagna, 120 Stanley Dr,  asked about various items concerning Stanley Dr, W Genesee St and Westlind Rd.


Committee Reports - John Fall, representing Solvay Fire Dept, reported that there were 120 calls in May. Their Aerial Truck was struck by another vehicle while responding to an alarm and will be out of service for a few weeks. They also gave three scholarships of $500.00 each to members of the Department. Mark Kolakowski, Public Safety & Fire Dept committee chair reported on the May 27, 2015 committee meeting. He also acknowledged the retirement of Officer Robert Carducci from the Geddes Police Department. He reported that the new Police Vehicles are in and are moving forward with the detailing process.  Supervisor Falcone gave the Highway committee report for Bob Krupa, Highway committee chair. Fourteen storm drains have been rebuilt and 11 more are scheduled. Thirty Tons of asphalt has been used to repair potholes. Four streets have been milled and prepared for resurfacing. He scheduled a committee meeting for June 22, 2015 at 600PM. Jim Jerome, Zoning & Planning/Codes & Buildings committee chair reported on the various projects currently under review and reminded the public about the June 11, 2015 committee meeting. Jerry Albrigo, Health Insurance committee chair, scheduled a committee meeting for June 23, 2015 at 600PM.
