The meeting of the Zoning Board of Appeals please come to order.  Chairman Miller would like to make a motion that the draft minutes of September 10, 2015, be accepted as presented to the Board.

Chairman Miller then noted that there was no meeting of the ZBA in October.  Chairman Miller then read the Public Notice for Appeal #596 of Mr. John Kurtz of 107 Southview Road, Syracuse, New York  13219 for an Area Variance of seven feet four inches (7’4”) on the height of a proposed new garage for a total height of twenty-seven feet four inches (27’4”) high by thirty-two feet (32’) wide by twenty-eight feet deep (28’) to be located on the north sideline setback at the above address was considered.

Mr. Kurtz then made a presentation regarding his appeal.  He pointed out because of the topography of the land sloping from north to south, the height of the garage will not cause a problem with the immediate northly neighbor.  He stated that he has three (3) letters, from the adjoining neighbors, giving their approvals for construction of the new garage.  The house on the north sideline is currently vacant and for sale.  

Chairman Miller made a motion that the ZBA will act as lead agency, there are no other involved agencies and the application will have no significant environmental impact.

1. Whether the benefit can be achieved by other means.  	No.
Additional height is required for 2nd story

The effect will be minimal because of the slope of land from north to south.
4. Whether the hardship is self created.	Yes
5. Whether the request will have adverse environmental impact.	No.

Chairman Miller made a motion that the Area Variance be approved.
