RESOLUTIONS:  Effective  -  January 4, 2016

1. Authorization from the Board to approve Resolutions 2 through 40 as a Blanket Resolution.  (Supervisor)

2. Department Heads shall meet with the Town Comptroller once per month to review that department’s expenditures and balances and to report that information back to the appropriate Standing Committee.

3. Adopt to the Rules of Conduct that when ANY public meetings are to be held, all administrators must be compliant with Meeting Rules.

When a meeting is to be scheduled, you need to:
1) Contact Supervisor’s Secretary to check room availability
2) Give at least 7 days notice to post a meeting
3) Give the AGENDA at the time of scheduling
4) Notify both Supervisor’s Secretary & Town Clerk so meetings are posted properly.

After the meeting has been held, you need to:
1) Send MEETING MINUTES to Supervisor’s Secretary & Town Clerk within 7 days


4. Adopt the 2016 Rules of Conduct for Town of Geddes Board Meetings.


5. Regular meetings of the Town of Geddes Town Board for the year of 2016, shall be held on the second (2nd) Tuesday of every month at 7:00 pm in the Town Hall at, 1000 Woods Road, Solvay, or other locations within the Town that are approved by the Town Board.

6. Regular meetings of the Zoning Board of Appeals shall be held on the second (2nd) Wednesday of the month at 7:00 pm in the Town Hall at, 1000 Woods Road, Solvay.

7. Regular meetings of the Planning Board shall meet on the last Wednesday of the month at 7:00 pm in the Town Hall at, 1000 Woods Road, Solvay.

8. Appoint the law firm of Curtin & DeJoseph, P.C., at an hourly rate of $150/hour.

9. Appoint Amanda Ashley to the position of full-time Comptroller and Budget Officer. 

10. Appoint Peter Albrigo as Fire Marshall.

11. Appoint Debra Burns to Secretary of the Planning Board.

12. Appoint Martin Kelley to a five (5) year term on the Planning Board ending 2020.

13. Appoint David Balcer as Zoning Board of Appeals Chairman ending 12/31/16.

14. Appoint David Tortora to a five (5) year term on the Zoning Board of Appeals ending 2020.

15. Appoint Dominic Episcopo to a five (5) year term on the Zoning Board of Appeals ending 2020.

16. Appoint Vincent Scarantino to the existing term on the Zoning Board of Appeals ending 12/31/18 created upon the resignation of Linda Casterano.  


17. Appoint Haylor, Freyer & Coon, Inc. as the insurance agent for the Town and approve the property, casualty and liability insurance as submitted.  Establish Blanket Bond Coverage for all Town Employees in the amount of $1,000,000.00 per loss.

18. Approve the continuance of the system of bi-weekly pay periods for the Town Employees and Elected Officials as per attached schedule.

19. Designate the Post-Standard as the official newspaper for the Town of Geddes.

20. Approve rate as established by the IRS for per-mile fee reimbursement to Town Officials for use of personal vehicles on official Town business.

21. Designate Solvay Bank and N.Y. Class as the Depository for Town of Geddes funds.


22. Authorize the Department Heads to attend monthly association meetings.

23. Authorize the Deputy Supervisor to sign checks in the absence of the Supervisor.

24. Authorize the use of a facsimile signature of the Town Supervisor for signing checks.

25. Authorize the attached Procurement Policy for the year 2016.

26. Authorize The Bonadio Group, CPA’s to perform an audit of Town Accounts and the books of the Town Clerk and Justice Court.

27. Authorize change fund for the Town Clerk, not to exceed $500.00 and the Justice Court, not to exceed $50.00.

28. The Town Supervisor shall approve Department Heads attendance at training conferences and seminars, provided funds are available in the budgeted line for the year 2016.

29. The Town Supervisor shall approve all memberships requested by Department Heads, provided funds are available in the budgeted line for 2016.

30. Authorization for the Town Supervisor to sign the Shared Services agreement with the Town of Camillus enacted by the Town of Camillus on December 10, 2013, in relation to plowing/Landfill credit, effective December 10, 2013, all in accordance with the agreement that has been circulated to the Town Board to continue through to December 31, 2016.

31. Authorization for the Town Supervisor to sign the agreement with Children and Family Services (Youth Bureau) for support from said agency involving the Year Round Recreation Program.

32. Authorization for the Town Supervisor to sign the agreement with OCRRA Solid Waste Management System (Hauler Agreement) for disposal of bulk items within the Town.

33. Authorization from the Board for the Supervisor to canvass the Onondaga County Civil Service list for an Account Clerk I and to send out letters of interest to potential candidates.  (Administrative)  

34. Authorization from the Board for the Police Chief to canvass the Onondaga County Civil Service list for a Captain and a Sergeant and to make the necessary contacts.  (Public Safety)  



35. Authorization from the Board to amend the current Geddes Highway Pickup Schedule effective January 1, 2016 as follows:

The Town of Geddes will pick up Construction Debris and Grass Clippings curbside on a weekly basis.  

Construction Debris will be picked up on the same day as garbage, no more than 3 cubic yards at one time (equal to a pickup truck full), year round with weather permitting.  Construction debris is:

Grass Clippings will be picked up during regular yard waste days from April 1st through December 1st as is the current schedule.  All grass clippings MUST BE in PAPER BAGS, CARDBOARD BOXES or a container NOT TO EXCEED 50 LBS.  ABSOLUTELY NO PLASTIC BAGS!


36. Authorization from the Board for the Supervisor to sign an agreement with CNYSPCA for services that will include, as necessary, the seizure of, removal and shelter of any animal found to be the subject of a violation of cruelty at the cost of $1,541.00 for the year 2016.   (Public Safety)

37. Authorization from the Board to move $55,000.00 from the Highway Budget for the Deputy Highway Superintendant to one (1) Highway Laborer Worker and to include health and benefits.  (Highway)

38. Authorization from the Board for the Town Supervisor to sign the intermunicipal agreement with the Solvay Union Free School District regarding the Diesel & Fuel Agreement dated January 1, 2016 through December 31, 2016.  (Highway)

39. Authorization from the Board to approve the model provision (Unexcused Absences) to update the Town’s Employee Handbook to allow for the discipline and termination of employees who exceed permissible leave and/or fail to obtain authorization for absences, as per written memorandum by Town Counsel dated 12/7/15.  (Administration)

40. Authorization from the Board to accept the resignation from Linda Casertano from the Zoning Board of Appeals dated December 29, 2015.  (Planning and Zoning)
