2. Authorization from the Board to send Sgt. Christopher Lukins to a Police Supervision Course to be held at the Solvay Police Department from September 12, 2016 through September 30, 2016.  Fee for the training will be taken from the Police Department Training Budget.  (Public Safety)


3. Authorization from the Board for the Town Engineer to advertise for Bids for the West High Terrace Drainage and Paving Project.   (Highway)


4. Authorization from the Board to approve the Site Plan submission for Willis-Semet Groundwater Treatment Plant Expansion Proposal, located at Willis Avenue and State Fair Blvd in the Town of Geddes, as outlined in the Planning Board’s letter of recommendation dated July 28, 2016.   (Planning/Zoning/Codes)


5. Authorization from the Board to approve the Site Plan submission for the Burger King Restaurant, located at 3332 W. Genesee St., Town of Geddes, as outlined in the Planning Board’s letter of recommendation dated July 29, 2016.  (Planning/Zoning/Codes)

6. Authorization from the Board to approve the following:
(1) As Lead Agency, to make a determination under SEQRA that the proposed amendment will not have an adverse Environmental Impact and that this is an unlisted action.

(2) [bookmark: _GoBack]Amend Section 3.c.ii. and Section 9.a.ii. of the I-690 Billboard Overlay District to read as follows: 
Section 3.c.ii. is as follows:
“The minimum distance from any and all occupied buildings within a Residential, Recreational or Senior Citizen Residential Overlay District shall be three-hundred fifty (350) feet. Where the Billboard is illuminated, the minimum distance from any and all occupied buildings within a Residential, Recreational or Senior Citizen Residential Overlay district shall be four-hundred fifty (450) feet. Under all circumstances, light shall be shielded from such other properties.” 
The language of the proposed Section 9.a.ii. is as follows:
“The minimum distance of any Digital Billboard from any and all occupied buildings within a Residential, Recreational or Senior Citizen Residential Overlay District shall be seven-hundred fifty (750) feet.” 


7. Authorization from the Board to approve the Court Clerks (Barb Lenweaver & Karen Ladouceur) to attend the 2016 NYSAMCC Annual Fall Training Conference to be held from Sunday, September 25, 2016 through Wednesday, September 28, 2016 in Binghamton, New York for a cost of $945.80 plus the cost of mileage.  These funds are available and budgeted for in the Travel line.   (Courts)

8. Authorization from the Board for the Town Assessor Lucy Fox to attend mandatory continuing education classes at the 2016 NYSAA Meeting and Seminar on Assessment Administration Conference on September 18 to 21, 2016 at the Fort Henry Hotel & Conference Center in Lake George, New York.  The hotel charges are $766.50 and the registration fee is $175.00 and New York State will reimburse approximately $600.00.   (Assessor)
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
