Paul J Curtin, Town Attorney, spoke about the options available to the Town regarding the proposed Local Law. Tracey Baum Wicks spoke about the proposal. With no one else wishing to be heard, the Supervisor stated that the hearing would be kept open to allow the Town to speak with Onondaga County.

Section 3.c.ii. is as follows:
“The minimum distance from any and all occupied buildings within a Residential, Recreational or Senior Citizen Residential Overlay District shall be three-hundred fifty (350) feet. Where the Billboard is illuminated, the minimum distance from any and all occupied buildings within a Residential, Recreational or Senior Citizen Residential Overlay district shall be four-hundred fifty (450) feet. Under all circumstances, light shall be shielded from such other properties.” 
The language of the proposed Section 9.a.ii. is as follows:
“The minimum distance of any Digital Billboard from any and all occupied buildings within a Residential, Recreational or Senior Citizen Residential Overlay District shall be seven-hundred fifty (750) feet.” 

During Discussion of the above Resolution, Councilor Kolakowski made a motion to table the above resolution to allow discussion between Councilors and individuals involved in acquiring permits for billboards along I – 690. Councilor Weber seconded the motion. A Roll Call Vote was taken. Councilors Krawczyk, Weber, Jerome, Kolakowski voted yes. Supervisor Falcone voted no. The Resolution was tabled.
