Public Hearing – West Genesee Street Professional Overlay District – The Supervisor, on motion from Councilor Weber, seconded by Councilor Valenti, and adopted, opened the Public Hearing at 703PM. At this time, Councilor Jerome asked to speak. He stated that he has an interest in West Genesee Street, living there, and owning property there. He stated his intention to vote on the matter. The Town Attorney, Paul J Curtin, spoke about the project. He gave a brief introduction and asked the public to be respectful to each other and the Board. The public then was given the opportunity to speak about the project. Thirty Five (35) people took the opportunity to make comments about the project. A list of all speakers will be attached to the minutes.  Richard Maestri, 101 Parsons Dr., provided copies of his speech to the Councilors and the Town Clerk. Robert Hawley, 2803 W Genesee St, provided a copy of his speech to the Town Clerk. Maureen Martin, 104 Parsons Dr., served the Town Clerk with 2 protest petitions. One was from owners of property on West Genesee St. One was from owners of property adjacent to West Genesee St. Arleyn McIndoe, 119 Maple Rd, provided a list of available properties in Geddes and Camillus on West Genesee St. to the Town Clerk. Paul J Curtin, Town Attorney then stated that pursuant to Town Law 265, it would be prudent to adjourn the matter to another time to allow the Town Clerk to certify the petitions. At 908PM, with no one else wishing to be heard, the Supervisor, on motion from Councilor Kolakowski, seconded by Councilor Valenti the Board voted to close the public comment portion of the public hearing, but adjourn the hearing to be continued on April 28, 2016 at 700PM.
Petitions – 904 State Fair Blvd – Chris Maroney, representing TCM Properties gave a short overview of the project which will involve building a multi-use retail building. The project will be sent to the Town Planning Board for an opinion.

Public Comment – David Suarez, 2701 W Genesee St, thanked the Town for their help with the Paint Westvale Purple Race/Walk of April 10, 2016. He reported that it was a great success.

Committee Reports – Mark Kolakowski, Public Safety & Fire Dept Committee chair, reported that Solvay Fire Dept had 127 calls in March totaling 288 man hours.
