Public Hearing – Local Law 3 – 2016 Overriding the Tax Levy Limit established in the New York General Municipal Law §3 – C and for the Town of Geddes. The Supervisor, on motion from Councilor Valenti, seconded by Councilor Weber, and adopted, opened the Public Hearing at 633PM. The motion to open the Public Hearing was passed by a 6 – 1 vote as Councilor Krawczyk voted no. The Supervisor explained that this was a necessary step in the Budget process. There was discussion and questions by the Councilors regarding the Tax Levy Limit. With no one else wishing to be heard, the Supervisor, on motion from Councilor Albrigo, seconded by Councilor Valenti, the Board voted to closed the hearing at 640PM.

Authorization from Town Board to approve Local Law 3 – 2016 to Override the Tax Levy Limit

	THE FOLLOWING RESOLUTION was offered by Councilor Kolakowski who moved its adoption and the Resolution received a second from Councilor Weber, to wit.
WHEREAS the Town Board (the “Board”) of the Town of Geddes (the “Town”) has heretofore adopted a Local Law entitled Local Law 3-2016 Budget in Excess of Tax Levy Limit of 2% authorizing the Town Board to override the limit on the amount of real property taxes that may be levied by the Town pursuant to General Municipal Law §3-C and to allow the Town of Geddes to adopt a Town Budget for fiscal year 2017 which is in excess of the “tax levy limit”; and 
WHEREAS, the Board desires to amend §3-C in order to override the limit on the amount of real property taxes that may be levied by the Town in Excess of Tax Levy Limit of 2%; and
WHEREAS, the Board has reviewed and considered the criteria contained in 6 N.Y.C.R.R. Part 617.7 and has considered the impacts which may be reasonably expected to result from the adoption of said Local Law 3-2016, which is attached hereto and made a part hereof as Exhibit “A”; and
WHEREAS, the Board has conducted a Public Hearing on the proposed amendment to the Local Laws as stated hereinabove; and
NOW, THEREFORE, upon the careful review of the proposed amendment and deliberation thereon and upon motion of Councilor Kolakowski, seconded by Councilor Weber and thereafter the following was unanimously approved:
 	RESOLVED AND DETERMINED, that no other agency has the legal authority or jurisdiction to approve or directly undertake the enactment of a local law in the Town of Geddes, such that there are no other involved agencies within the meaning of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQR) with respect to the proposed enactment of said Local Law, with the result that the Town Board shall act as lead agency in this matter; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the enactment of said Local Law is a Type II action for purposes of environmental review under SEQR and will have no adverse environmental impact, thus concluding the SEQR review process.
