Public Hearing – Amendments 1 & 2 for Local Law 2 – 2016 West Genesee St Office & Professional Overlay District. The Supervisor, on motion from Councilor Jerome, seconded by Councilor Valenti, and adopted, opened the Public Hearing at 705PM. At this time, Paul J Curtin, Town Attorney spoke about the amendments. Amendment 1 would add a statement to Article L that TWO OR MORE PARCELS MAY NOT BE MERGED OR COMBINED AND THEREAFTER CONSIDERED FOR ANY APPROVAL PURSUANT TO THIS LOCAL LAW. Amendment 2  would delete a statement from Article M reading THE TOWN BOARD IN ITS DISCRETION SHALL HAVE THE POWER TO WAIVE OR MODIFY ANY OF THESE REQUIREMENTS PROVIDED THAT SUCH WAIVER OR MODIFICATION WILL NOT BE CONTRARY TO THE PURPOSE AND INTENT OF THE OVERLAY DISTRICT. 
Kevin Jones, 116 Southview Rd, Jo Thomas, 186 Timber Wolf Cir, Kathy Collins, 97 Bronson Rd, Tracey Baum-Wickes, 3200 W Genesee St, Merilee Palerino, 127 Century Dr, John Manzano, 102 Fay Rd, and Sarah Valenti, 406 Breakspear Rd all spoke about the W Genesee St Corridor Office and Professional Overlay District Amendments.
