	Meeting called to order @ 6:00 pm @ the Town Hall 
1. Postpone 284 Agreement to next month or until CHIPS $ is known.  More CHIPS $$ may be coming as a result of meeting with highway superintendents and NYS Legislature.

2. Bill Morse – Engineer has submitted a grant application for paving of Fay Road.  Fay Road is the highest traffic road in the Town of Geddes and is considered an arterial road, thus qualifies for grant funding.

3. Lakeland garage – Repair building or take building down.  Committee members estimated the cost to repair building would exceed $30,000, which would include new roof, insulation, garage doors, electric service update and repair of exterior walls. Bids to demolish building were in the $18,000 range.  Committee will look into whether the Town can demolish the building. The Committee unanimously recommends demolishing building.

4. Councilor Ed Weber discussed the leaking roof @ the Carno Center.  Access to the roof appears to be an issue.  Bill Morse will obtain prices for a ladder to access the roof.  Councilor Weber will take the lead on bringing this matter to closure.

5. Water seepage at the Town Hall.  Water appears to be seeping into the town hall through the brick work.  Bill Morse has applied for a $50,000 grant through Senator DeFrancisco’s office. A spray seal will be applied to the brick this summer to hold over until funding is received.

6. Recommendation per Bill Morse – Engineer regarding sewer at Harbor Brook Housing:
